The Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam has received an ODA Loan from the then Japan Bank for International Cooperation (JBIC) (now called Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA)) in the amount of 20,591 million Japanese Yen, Loan Agreement No. VN 13-P2 dated December 24, 2013, towards the cost of the Investment Project for Construction of viaduct Mai Dich – South Thang Long Section under the Hanoi City Ring Road No.3. It is intended that part of proceeds of this Loan will be applied to eligible payment under the contract resulting from the bidding for which this Prequalification is conducted.
2. toward the cost of the Hanoi City Ring Road No.3 Construction Project Phase 2 under the Loan Agreement No. VNXV-4 dated March 31, 2008. 	[bookmark: _Toc367698350]1. 	Scope of Application
	1.1	In connection with the Invitation for Prequalification specified in Section II, Prequalification Data Sheet (PDS), the Employer, as specified in the PDS, issues these Prequalification Documents (“Prequalification Documents”) for prequalification to bid for the Works described in Section VI, Scope of Works.  In case the Works are to be bid as individual contracts (i.e. the slice and package procedure), these are specified in the PDS.
	

	
	1.2 Throughout these Prequalification Documents:
(a) the term “in writing” means communicated in written form and delivered against receipt;
(b) except where the context requires otherwise, words indicating the singular also include the plural and words indicating the plural also include the singular; and
(c) “day” means calendar day.

	

	[bookmark: _Toc367698351]2. 	Source of Funds
	2.1	The Borrower specified in the PDS has received or has applied for a  Japanese ODA Loan from Japan International Cooperation Agency (hereinafter referred to as “JICA”), with the number, in the amount, and on the signed date of the Loan Agreement specified in the PDS, towards the cost of the project named in the PDS.  The Borrower intends to apply a portion of the proceeds of the loan to payments under the contract resulting from the bidding for which this prequalification is conducted. 
2.2	Disbursement of a Japanese ODA Loan by JICA will be subject, in all respects, to the terms and conditions of the Loan Agreement, including the disbursement procedures and the applicable Guidelines for Procurement under Japanese ODA Loans specified in the PDS.    No party other than the Borrower shall derive any rights from the Loan Agreement or have any claim to loan proceeds.
2.3	The above Loan Agreement will cover only part of the project cost. As for the remaining portion, the Borrower will take appropriate measures for finance.
	

	[bookmark: _Toc367698352]3. 	Corrupt and Fraudulent Practices 
	3.1	In this ITA 3.1, “Bidder” and “Contractors” are used as synonyms of “Applicants.”
It is JICA’s policy to require that Bidders and Contractors, as well as Borrowers under contracts funded with Japanese ODA Loans and other Japanese ODA, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts.  In pursuance of this policy, JICA:
(a)	will reject a proposal for award if it determine that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question;
(b)	will recognize a Bidder or Contractor as ineligible, for a period determined by JICA, to be awarded a contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans if it at any time determines that the Bidder or the Contractor has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing another contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans or other Japanese ODA; and
	

	
	(c) will recognize a Contractor as ineligible to be awarded a contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans if the Contractor or subcontractor, who has a direct contract with the Contractor, is debarred under the cross debarment decisions by the Multilateral Development Banks. Such period of ineligibility shall not exceed three (3) years from (and including) the date on which the cross debarment is imposed.
“Cross debarment decisions by the Multilateral Development Banks” is a corporate sanction in accordance with the agreement among the African Development Bank Group, Asian Development Bank, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, Inter-American Development Bank Group and the World Bank Group signed on 9 April, 2010 (as amended from time to time). JICA will recognize the World Bank Group’s debarment of which period exceeds one year, imposed after 19 July, 2010, the date on which the World Bank Group started cross debarment, as “cross debarment decisions by the Multilateral Development Banks.”  The list of debarred firms and individuals is available at the electronic address specified in the PDS.
JICA will recognize a Bidder or Contractor as ineligible to be awarded a contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans if the Bidder or Contractor is debarred by the World Bank Group for the period starting from the date of advertisements for Prequalification up to the signing for the contract, unless (i) such debarment period does not exceed one year, or (ii) three (3) years have passed since such debarment decision.
If it is revealed that the Contractor was ineligible to be awarded a contract according to above, JICA will, in principle, impose sanctions against the Contractor.
If it is revealed that the subcontractor, who has a direct contract with the Contractor, was debarred by the World Bank Group on the subcontract date, JICA will, in principle, require the Borrower to have the Contractor cancel the subcontract immediately, unless (i) such debarment period does not exceed one year, or (ii) three (3) years have passed since such debarment decision. If the Contractor refuses, JICA will require the Borrower to declare invalidity or cancellation of the contract and demand the refund of the relevant proceeds of the loan or any other remedies on the grounds of contractual violation.
	

	[bookmark: _Toc367698353]4. 	Eligible Applicants
	4.1 For the purpose of applying the eligibility criteria listed in the this ITA4, references to the “Applicant” include all entities involved or intended to be involved with the proposed Works (including all partners and any of their affiliates that directly or indirectly control, or are controlled by or are under common control with the firm), specialist subcontractors, consultants, manufactures or suppliers (as mentioned in Form ELI-1.2 Applicant’s Party Information From), and the personnel of each, for any part the contract including related services. 

	

	
	4.2 An Applicant may be a firm that is a single entity or any combination of such entities in the form of joint venture (JV) under an existing agreement or with the intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a letter of intent.  In the case of a JV, all members shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of the Contract in accordance with the Contract terms. The JV shall nominate an authorized representative who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all the members of the JV during the prequalification process, bidding (in the event the JV submits a Bid) and during contract execution (in the event the JV is awarded the Contract).

	

	
	4.3 	An Applicant and all members constituting the Applicant shall be from any of the eligible source countries as indicated in Section V, Eligible Source Countries of Japanese ODA Loans.
	

	
	4.4	An Applicant shall not have a conflict of interest.  An Applicant shall not be employed under any of the circumstances set forth below, where it is determined to have a conflict of interest throughout the bidding/selection process and/or the execution of the contract unless the conflict has been resolved in a manner acceptable to JICA. 
(a)	A firm shall be disqualified from providing goods or non-consulting services resulting from or directly related to consulting services for preparation or implementation of a project that it provided or were provided by any affiliate that directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by, or is under common control with that firm. This provision does not apply to the various firms (consultants, contractors, of suppliers) only due to reason that those firms together are performing the Contractor’s obligations under a turnkey or design and build contract.
 (b)	A firm that has a close business relationship with the Borrower’s professional personnel, who are directly or indirectly involved in any part of: (i) the preparation of the Prequalification and Bidding Documents for the contract, (ii) the Prequalification and Bid evaluation, of (iii) the supervision of such contract, shall be disqualified. 

	

	
	4.5	A firm and any of its affiliates (that directly or indirectly control, are controlled by or are under common control with that firm) may submit their applications for prequalification either individually, as joint venture or as a subcontractor among them for the same contract. However, if prequalified, based on the “One Bid Per Bidder” principle, which is to ensure fair competition, only one prequalified applicant will be allowed to bid for the same contract.  All Bids submitted in violation of this procedure will be rejected. A firm (including its affiliate), if acting in the capacity of a subcontractor in one Bid, may participate in other Bids, only in that capacity. 
	

	
	4.6	A firm having any other form of conflict of interest other than ITA 4.4 and ITA 4.5 shall be disqualified.
	

	
	4.7	An Applicant that has been determined to be ineligible by JICA in accordance with ITA 3, shall not be eligible to be awarded a contract.
	

	
	4.8	Applicants shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility satisfactory to the Employer, as the Employer shall reasonably request.

In case of any discrepancies, document issued directly by the Employer shall prevail.

The Employer will respond in writing to any request for clarification provided that such request is received no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the deadline for submission of Applications. The Employer shall forward copies of its response to all Applicants who have obtained the Prequalification Document directly from the Employer including a description of the inquiry but without identifying its source. If so specified in the PDS, the Employer shall also promptly publish its response at the web page identified in the PDS. Should the Employer deem it necessary to amend the Prequalification Document as a result of a clarification, it shall do so following the procedure under ITA 7 and in accordance with the provisions of ITA 16.2.

Loan agreement was made for the investment Hanoi City Ring Road No.3 Construction Project Phase 2 between Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) and the Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam on March 31, 2008.
The objective of the Project is to construct viaduct in Mai Dich - North Linh Dam Section of the Hanoi City Ring Road No.3, which is urgently necessary for development of transport network in Hanoi City, thereby contributing to efficient traffic flow of goods and people and to reduction of traffic jam in inner Hanoi and for route go to Noi Bai Airport and Northern Areas of Vietnam.

· Ring Road No.3 Project (Mai Dich – South Thang Long section) is a part of Overall Project of Hanoi City Ring Road No.3. Phase I has been completed and Phase II is being executed (viaducts at median barrier) on Mai Dich – North of Linh Dam Lake section.
· Project of viaducts on Mai Dich – South Thang Long section shall contribute to the completion of Ring Road No.3 in the North of Hanoi City, mitigate the traffic congestion in routes from the city to Noi Bai Airport and up to the Northern Provinces, ensure the transportation demand on development of industrial zones at North Thang Long – Van Tri, Dong Anh – Co Loa, Gia Lam – Sai Dong – Yen Vien (see Figure 1. Location of Ring Road No.3 Construction Project).

· Make a throughout connection as the expressway standard from Thanh Tri bridge to Thang Long bridge, enhance exploitation efficiency of flyover expressway from North of Linh Dam lake to South Thang Long, link the NH No.1, No.5, No.6, No.32 with Noi Bai International Airport and diminish the existing traffic pressure on Pham Van Dong street.

· The route is designed as an expressway of 4 carriage lanes, designed speed of 100km/h in accordance with the expressway design standard TCVN5729-2012.
· The viaduct is designed as reinforced and reinforced concrete, prestressed concrete permanent work, designed capacity of HL93 in accordance with bridge design standards 22TCN272-05, seismic of 7th grade (MSK64 level).
- Construct an underpass along Tran Duy Hung road through Trung Hoa intersection, widen frontage roads on both sides of Thang Long Avenue, widen Khuat Duy Tien road, Pham Hung road and improve right-turn ramps at Trung Hoa Interchange with detailed scope as follows:
+ On the side of Tran Duy Hung road: at crossroads of Hoang Minh Giam – Tran Duy Hung
+ On the side of Thang Long Avenue: at Km 03+400 (Station of Thang Long Avenue)
+ On the side of Khuat Duy Tien road: at Km 23+650 (Station of Ring Road No.3)
+ On the side of Pham Hung road: at Km 22+890 (Station of Ring Road No.3)
· Total length of underpass and approach road is about 614.13m; length of widening section on both sides of Thang Long Avenue is about 2,573m (2 sides); length of widening section on Khuat Duy Tien road and Pham Hung road is about 580m (2 sides).

b) Underpass along Tran Duy Hung – Thang Long Avenue under Trung Hoa Interchange, Cau Giay District, Hanoi City.
· Close underpass and open underpass in U-shape in Tran Duy Hung side consist of 2 separate underpasses, each underpass is 12m wide including: Carriageway inside the underpass: 3x3.5m=10.5m; Curb combined with shoulder: 2x0.5m=1.0m; Safety line: 2x0.25m=0.5m. Section with retaining wall at Tran Duy Hung side is 24.0m including 6 motorized lanes: 2x(3x3.5)m=21m, median strip 0.5m, safety lane at middle and both sides: 2x(2x0.25)m=1.0m, shoulder (combined with drainage ditch): 2x0.75m=1.50m;
· Open underpass in U-shape in Thang Long Avenue side consists of 2 separate underpasses, each underpass is 16.25m wide, including carriageway inside the underpass: 3x3.75m=11.25m; 1 emergency lane 1x3.0m=3.0m; side safety lane: 1.0m; shoulder (combined with drainage ditch): 1.0m. Particularly, width of 3 segments of open underpass adjacent to close underpass varies from 12m – 16.25m, width of lanes varies 3.5m to 3.75m.

* Frontage road in both sides of Thang Long Avenue within intersection area
· Left frontage road

2) Major Work Items of Package 1
The Works include the following Major Work Items:
aa) BridgeUnderpass works
· Superstructure: precasted beam super-T, single form, span L=40m without stoppage of traffic. For the intersection on Hoang Quoc Viet, it is designed to use continuous Box Steel Girder with main span L= (63x78x63)m without stoppage of traffic.
· Substructure: Reinforced single pier-T on bored pile foundation; it is designed to use Rotation Steel Piles at the narrow section (Km 0+130 - Km 1+240 & KM 2+120 - Km 2+182). In the followings steps, it is required to review in detail the construction positions to minimize area using rotate steel pile.

· Pavement structure of widened frontage road of Thang Long Avenue: same as that of existing frontage road (Asphalt concrete on aggregate base course, Erequired.≥.140Mpa); Pavement structure of widened Khuat Duy Tien street, Pham Hung street and right-turning ramps: same as that of existing pavement (Asphalt Concrete on aggregate base course, Erequired ≥ 170Mpa).

· Drainage of bridge surface is collected through a PVC pipe going lengthwise under the cantilever beam towards piers, abutments before flowed to the surface drainage system under bridge.

· Dimension of drainage ditch inside the underpass: (0.45x0.6)m. Pumping system is located at the directional island from Tran Duy Hung street to Pham Hung street for forced feed pump to Dong Bong drainage system. Drainage pump includes 2 main pump units and 1 back-up pump unit.

· Lighting pole is located on central reserve of viaduct, with an average interval of 30m-40m/pole. Light system under bridge is also designed for urban road

3.2 Feature of Topography
Make a throughout connection as the expressway standard from Thanh Tri bridge to Thang Long bridge, the alignment and design plan of viaduct following the existing Pham Van Dong street. Its centerline is same as planned Pham Van Dong Street and loacted at the beginning point of  north side Mai Dich Flyover (Km+130); ending point is south side of Thang Long Bridge (Km5+493). Location of project construction is located Cau Giay and Tu Liem districts, Hanoi city.
Trung Hoa interchange located at the beginning point of Thang Long Avenue (Km0+000 in accordance with Hanoi Ring Road No.3 station) is the interchange between Hanoi Ring Road No.3–Hanoi city and Thang Long Avenue, Tran Duy Hung  Street. Location of the interchange is in Trung Hoa ward – Cau Giay district. 
Topography of interchange area is flat and areas of Ring Road No.3, Tran Duy Hung Street and Thang Long Avenue at the beginning section of interchange have been constructed as planned. Areas of quarter corners around the interchange are National Convention Center, Big C Supermarket, apartments and one part of the empty land levelled for construction of buildings.

The project area has a climate of the Northern Delta area and is centered of the Northern climatic zone with its full characteristics: rather dry in the first half of winter and very wet, humid and rainy in the second half. However, the Northern Delta, located on a low and flat topography, has its own climatic characteristics in comparison with other areas in the same climatic zone. 
The annual average temperature is approximately 23.60C. The temperature reduces down to less than 20oC in the period between December and February every year. The coldest month is January with average temperature of 16.4oC. The lowest temperature observe in Hanoi is 2.70C and the highest temperature is 42.8oC.
The annual average rainfall in Hanoi is approximately 1,700mm, in which 80 – 85% of the amount of rainfall is in rainy season (from May to October). The annual average number of rainy days is 140 days. 
The annual average humidity is of 82%. The most humid period is in winter months (around February, March and April) when the average humidity is of 84% - 86%. The driest period is in early winter months (around November, December and January) when the average humidity is approximately 80.9%.
